	Gas
	Causes global warming (carbon dioxide) and acid rain (sulphur dioxide)

	Biomass
	Causes global warming (carbon dioxide) and some acid rain (less than coal)

	Solar
	Nuclear waste (harmful), needs a lot of water for cooling.

	Tidal
	Causes global warming (carbon dioxide) but not acid rain

	Oil
	Few suitable lakes, floods upper river valleys

	Nuclear
	Few suitable sites, expensive to build.

	Waves
	Expensive to build, doesn’t produce much energy

	Geothermal
	Causes flooding of habitats near the mouth of a river

	Hydroelectric
	Unreliable, doesn’t produce much energy

	Coal
	Needs a lot of land, noisy, unreliable

	Wind
	Needs a lot of land, takes time to grow plant material
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
